The Folke Bernadotte Academy (FBA), a
Swedish agency for peace, security and
development, implements in Ukraine a project
“Local Self-Government and the Rule of Law in
Ukraine” under the Agreement between FBA and
the Swedish Intemational Development and
Cooperation Agency (Sida) signed on 14
November 2014 acting in accordance with the
Framework Cooperation Agreement between the
Government of the Sweden and the Government of
Ukraine dated March 11, 2015, hereafter called
“FBA,” “Local Self-Government and the Rule of
Law in Ukraine Project,” or “Project,” represented

by the authorized representative Shane QUINN,

Article 2, Areas of Cooperation

2.1.3. Coordinating peer-to-peer exchange
meetings to enhance capacity of the Committee
staff;

2.1.4. Facilitating workshops and/or seminars on
project methodology with local/national research
pariners and cities and municipalities including the
provision of trainers, methodological materials,
publications and necessary equipment;

2.1.5. Involving renowned experts in conducting
and/or participation in seminars and other events;

2.1.6. Providing, where possible, logistics support
in organization of seminars, trainings, conferences,
congresses, forums, conventions, swmnmits and
other events;

2.1.7. Providing, where possible, support to the
Committee on development and publication of
specialized public awareness maierials, leaflets,

Article 4. Steering Committee

4.1. The Parties agree that the Committee will
actively participate, through its representative, in
the Project Steering Commiittee (SC) to ensure the
smooth cooperation under this Protocol.

4.2. The Parties agree that the SC shall undertake
the following functions:

4.2.1. Oversee the administrative, programmatic
and logistical aspects of the Project from inception
to consolidation phase;

4.2.2. Be responsible for ensuring a smooth
implementation process for the duration of the
project through allowing for speedy and thorough
decision-making processes;

4.2.3. Ensure the project's scope aligns with the
requirements of the stakeholder groups;

4.2 4. Assist — when possible -- in publishing and
disseminating the decision to initiate the diagnostic
process through relevant media and communication
channels;

4.2.5. Through their representation on the SC,
strategically manage partnerships and cooperation
between the project implementation team and their
respective agencies;

4.2.6. Address any issue / challenge that has major
implications for the project; and

4.2.7. Keep the project scope under control as
emergent issues force changes to be considered.

Article 5. Concluding Provisions

5.1. This Protocol shall take an effect as of the
effective date that is specified in this Protocol and
shall remain in force until 1 December 2017
